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The committee have been discussing the possibility of designing and sourcing new club kit to replace the existing TRIMTEX tops and we think we have found a supplier that will be able to provide quality tops at a competitive price point. In addition to running tops there would also be the potential to have a ‘wind top’, similar in style to that worn by SYO and OD, displaying our club insignia which would allow us to look and feel part of the MDOC team.

We use the latest, most advanced technical fabrics for our sophisticated sublimation printing processes. 

Initially providing kit to a number of cycling, triathlon and running clubs, the company have started to provide kit to orienteering clubs including SYO, whose new ‘wind tops’ and running tops you may have seen at recent events. Unlike our existing TRIMTEX tops, coloured panels sewn together, the use of sublimation printing should allow us to design a top with much fewer seams and hopefully something unique that will allow us to stand out from the crowd.

The samples sent were of a quality at least equal to our existing tops being made of a material similar to that of the navy section of our existing top or a mesh material very similar to that used in the French 6 Days tops from last year.

We have decided to replace the ‘word’ MDOC on the reverse of the tops with the word Manchester and are hoping to have an MDOC logo of some form on the front.
