FINAL DETAILS
· The A4 map is an extract of an Explorer Series Ordnance Survey Map enlarged to a scale of 1:19,500 with 5m contours. Terrain is largely flat but with some slopes in a valley in the south, and offers a mixture of rural footpaths and bridleways, and some rural roads.
· The map and clue sheet (i.e. control descriptions) are printed on waterproof paper.

· You will need to carry a pen/pencil to record the answer to the question posed at each control point.
· Print your name, and write your answers on the clue (i.e. description) sheet.  

· There are 49 controls marked on the map, which you can visit in any order; each has a value of one point.
· Collect as many points as you can within the 60 or 90 minute time limit – take a watch!
· You can choose whether you want to run for 60 or 90 minutes during your run.
· It is unlikely that anyone will be able to collect all points within the time limit. 

· Penalty points will be deducted for runners exceeding the time limit as follows:
· 1 point deducted if you are late back by up to 5 mins

· 3 points deducted if you are late back by between 5 and 10 mins

· 6 points deducted if you are late back by between 10 and 15 mins

· All points deducted if you are late back by more than 15 mins

· Please report to the finish as soon as you get back to record your return and to get timed-in 
· You must only use roads and public rights of way.  All controls are either on or just next to rights of way.  Do not take short cuts through fields or private land. 
· Please give way to cows, sheep/lambs, horses, cyclists, dog walkers and members of the public.
· Except at stiles, DO NOT CLIMB WALLS OR FENCES AT ANY TIME. 

· There are a few footpaths & tracks, and the mainline railway from Manchester to Crewe(!) that you must not use.  These are overprinted with purple crosses (see map on display).
· You may run along and/or cross some roads which can be busy and which don’t have footways.  
· PLEASE TAKE GREAT CARE WHEN RUNNING ON OR CROSSING THE ROADS.

· The map is not totally accurate.  Some walls / fences are not well represented, and many paths are vague on the ground or take a slightly different route!!

· Participants take part at their own risk.
· There will be a briefing at 19.10 for all participants. No peeking at the map before the start at 19:15!
