Registration/start and finish will be in the Pay and Display Car Park next to the Jug and Bottle at the end of Mount Avenue.  Coming through Heswall on the A540 from the Chester direction, turn left into the Mount at the traffic lights in the centre of Heswall by Lloyds Bank, then first left into Mount Avenue.

Parking – in the above P&D (£1.05 for 2 hours (?), £4 over that), in the adjacent P&D car park (entrance on Mount Avenue just before the one above – different charges, more for 2 hours but less for 3) or on street somewhere but nearby roads tend to be narrow and bendy. Not sure re  toilets in car parks but a Tesco Superstore is on A540 in Heswall, 300m beyond above traffic lights. Cafe opens 0930.
Start times etc – 1000 to 1115, 45 or 60 minute score, about 12k round all controls. 10 points per control, 10 points penalty for each minute or part of minute late.
Cost - £2 per entry, under 16’s must be accompanied
Area – streets, made and unmade, footpaths including through the Dales and the Beacon. All between the A540 and the estuary. A bit hilly. Views over the Dee estuary if you have time. Sweet shop in Lower Heswall for your halfway round snack.
Map – OpenOrienteeringMap, 1:12,500. Some but not all open areas, car parks, woods etc are shown. Dead end ‘streets’ shown could be private or service roads or access ways into private sites. Not all of these may be shown. There are many unmade roads but any that you will use are rights of way. There are no controls down private cul-de-sacs.
